Ride in Kane 
“Ride in Kane” launched on February 15, 2008, providing much needed expanded transportation services for 
many senior, disabled, and low-income individuals in Kane County.   
 
The “Ride in Kane” Partners contracted with Pace Suburban Bus to manage a centralized call center which 
dispatches taxis, Pace lift-equipped buses, and other service provider vehicles for demand response, curb-to-
curb transportation. The resulting services are projected to be more cost effective when compared to the 
individual service programs run by social service agencies and dial-a-ride services of townships and 
municipalities. The new program will also provide collaboration opportunities, enhance service hours, 
improve destination flexibility, and offer rider subsidies to enhance affordability.  In order to participate in the 
“Ride in Kane” program, individuals must become a registered rider.
