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ALTERNATE PROPOSAL #2 - WILDFLOWER MAINTENANCE
1. Wildflower beds shall be burned off in spring or fall as deemed necessary by

Staff Management. Proper permits must be obtained and the local fire
department and the Property Management Company must be notified prior to
burning. Special care must be taken to clear wildflowers and other combustibles
from the base of trees and permanent structures to prevent damage.

2. All wildflower areas shall be inspected in June, July and August and noxious
weeds will be removed by hand or treated with appropriate herbicide.

ALTERNATE PROPOSAL #3 - UNIT PRICE

As part of the Proposal Form the Contractor shall furnish the following unit prices for
possible additional requirements during the year at the request of Kane County. The
unit price for each item requested shall include ali labor, materials and equipment
necessary to install the item on site and acceptable to the Owner. The unit price shall
be considered payment in full for the item with no additional compensation owed the
Contractor.

1. Sodded lawns in place per square yard

2. Seeded lawns in place per square yard

3. Hardwood Bark Mulch per cubic yard

4. Deep root watering of all trees per application.

5. Watering of the perennial flower beds on an as needed basis, and is to include all
labor, materials, and equipment necessary to equal 1" of rain in all areas.

6. Overseed wildflower areas on an as needed basis in fall at a cost per acre.

7. Furnish and install wildflower plant plugs in spring. Species to be similar to

existing species at a cost each.
